And this is not when all the machines are working.   I’m not sure how in a rural area they are allowed to make such a noise 6 days a week.  This is a rural and residential area and our peace and quiet is being completely ruined.



Secondly, re how the PC can help.  I feel you need to be aware that not everyone has access to the internet or a computer.   Both my neighbours do not or cannot access the internet so do not know what is being posted on the PC website, we’re very cut off here and don’t hear what’s going on.  So updating for example Mrs Edwards at Cedars by phone or dropping in would be helpful.
