Minutes of the ANNUAL PARISH MEETING held on Tuesday 19th May 2015 at 7.00pm in Ringshall Village Hall.

1. To confirm the minutes of the meeting held on May 14th  2013

The minutes were confirmed as a true record and duly signed and dated by the chairman.

2. Matters arising from the minutes

There were none.

3. To receive a report from the representative member of SCC
Cllr Truelove reported on issues that arisen throughout the year at SCC including education in the county, broadband rollout which had been agreed at a minimum of 2mb throughout the county, highway services and the locality grant. Cllr Truelove stated that there could be money available should the parish council decide to purchase a defibrillator in the village and advised that a speaker could attend a meeting if required. Cllr Truelove concluded her report by thanking the clerk and councillors for their support and in particular Mr John Hitchcock for his valued contributions.
4. To receive a report on the year 2013/14 from the Parish Council chairman

There was no report.

5. To receive a financial statement

A financial statement was circulated by the Clerk which showed an income of £5752.28, expenditure of £5363.88 leaving a balance to carry forward of £7968.03.
6. To receive a report from the Community Police Officer

In the absence of the Community Police Officer, the Clerk read out his report which detailed the 20 crimes that had taken place during the year. The report also highlighted the priorities for the Mid Suffolk South SNT team. The next priority setting meeting is on July 2nd at 7pm at Elmswell Fire Station.
7. To receive a report from the representative member of MSDC
There was no report.

8. To receive a report from the village hall management committee

The report, read by the Clerk, detailed the current committee and mentioned the various clubs which use the hall on a regular basis, the vandalism of the committee’s marquee and the problem of rabbits on the playing field. Authentic legal evidence is still required regarding the assignment of the village hall lease. Thanks were given to the social committee and to the parish council for its donation towards the upkeep of the village hall.
9. To receive a report from Ringshall School
Mrs Benton read the report which included details of the first year with Year 5 pupils and the experiences they had gained, the SCITT training team and the major role played by music and sport within the school. Details of the visit to Wattisham Airfield to see Prince of Philip was also mentioned.
10. To receive a report from St Catherine’s Church

Mrs Hitchcock read out the report on behalf of the churchwarden which gave details of the PCC members, the number of people on the electoral roll and highlighted the special services held during the year.
